KOLOMNA KREMLIN

Kolomna Kremlin A a very large fortress in Kolomna, Russia. The stone
Kolomna Kremlin was built by the Russian Tsar Vasily III. Before its
reconstruction in 1531, the Kolomna Kremlin was made of wood. On B
territory there are many Russian churches and monasteries.

The Kolomna Kremlin, as well as fortresses of other Russian towns of that period,
C  [Italian features. The forms of northern Italian fortresses, such as Turin,
Milan, Verona were repeated. There are other features of similarity of Moscow and
Kolomna Kremlins.

The Kolomna Kremlin once had 17 towers, four of D had gates, with the
main gates being located at the northern and southern end of the complex. Only 7
towers and two parts E the wall have survived.

Besides the towers, there were two gates in the walls: The Mihaelovskie Gates and
the Melynychnie Gate.

DMITRY DONSKOY IN KOLOMNA

Dmitry Ivanovich loved Kolomna. He got married here. From Kolomna he
took the priest Mity A his confessor and made him the keeper of
Prince’s seal. In Kolomna he B a stone cathedral church — on
pattern of Vladimirsky Uspensky Cathedral. In Kolomna he announced the meeting
the Russian army before battle against Mamai. He and his associate Dmitry Bobrok
Volinsky made a bow to build a monastery C case they win over the
horde. They won and built Bogoroditsk-Rozhdestvensky Bobrenev Monastery.

Four years D , according to Prince’s decision and blessing of
Sergey Radonezhsky a new monastery “grew” on a place called Galutvino,
E was named after this place Galutvin. These two monasteries — one in
the north of Kolomna, near Moskva river, the other in the south, where it flows into
Oka, became triumphant marks of Kulikovskaya Battle.

Uspensky Cathedral of Kolomna A by the Grand Prince Dmitry

Donskoy in honor of the victory over the golden Horde on the Vozha river in 1378;
the construction was finished in 1382 after the Kulikovo battle. The Cathedral

founded by Dmitry Donskoy B for 300 years, witnessing the prime of
Russian power and the defeat of Mamay-khan. In 1672-1682 the new five-domed
Cathedral was erected in the place C an old white-stoned one. By the
end of the XX™ century the Cathedral was revived and D fresco
painting was restored after long oblivion. The renewed Cathedral was sanctified
E His Holiness Alexiy II Patriarch of Moscow and All Russia.

THE KREMLIN GATES
