Viktor Lvovich Lapidus

In July 1942, the general military hospital for the lightly wounded Ne 1830 was located in Shamordino.
Its main purpose was to support the Zhizdra operation. There is a letter from the head of the hospital, the
chief military physician Viktor Lvovich Lapidus,kept in the monastery. He tells about this place in his
memories: "We were fascinated by the local nature. Just think, there are shells bursting in twenty-kilomete
distance, trenches, firefights, and here we are covered by some kind of some, in the full sense of the word,
God's grace. There is silence, transparent, healing air. This is noted by the hospital staff.. I can add that I
was greatly impressed by Shamordino. This place evoked a mood of something pure, some grace. One of
the surgeons came to me and said: “I want to say, comrade chief, that our service and work are hard, but it's
easy to breathe here.” They stated the fact and that's all, without linking it to the history, and maybe even th
sanctity of this place.

In 1943, the military hospital moved to Bryansk.

Viktor Lvovich Lapidus was born in 1912. From the first weeks of the Great Patriotic War at the front, he
passed the battle path from Moscow to East Prussia and ended the war as the head of the hospital for the
lightly wounded, as part of the 11th Guards Army.

He was awarded two Orders of the Patriotic War I degree, Orders of the Patriotic War II degree, Order of
Red Star, medals.

An excellent doctor and teacher, he taught more than one generation of doctors.

The BM-13 "Katyusha" multiple rocket launcher was first tested in combat
conditions on July 14, 1941. It quickly gained a reputation for its devastating
firepower and became an iconic weapon of the Soviet Union during World War II.

The “Katyusha” rockets were produced at the Karl Marx Factory in Leningrad,
where the manufacturing process was optimized for mass production. The factory

played a crucial role in supplying the Red Army with these powerful weapons.

The BM-13 "Katyusha" was developed by engineer Georgy Langemak and

Georgy Langemak

manufactured by the Voronezh Mechanical Plant. The first BM-13 launchers were

produced in Voronezh, and the weapon earned its nickname "Katyusha" from the

(1898 — 1938)

Soviet soldiers who affectionately called each salvo a "greetings from Katyusha."

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VASILIY ZHMAKIN, THE HERO FROM A SMALL TOWN (5-6 KJIACC)

Vasiliy Zhmakin, the hero from a small town.
Today we know many historical figures with great achievements. Often such people were

from big cities or capitals. However, there are also heroes who emerged from small towns

and villages.

Vasiliy Pavlovich Zhmakin (December 1989 - May 1963)
was a colonel in the Soviet army, an outstanding
representative of the Kaluga region.

Vasiliy Zhmakin was born in the village of Pesochnya
(today Kirov). In 1918 he entered military service and was
an active participant in the Civil War. After the Civil War,
he graduated from the military-political school in Kharkov
in 1922.

During the Great Patriotic War, Zhmakin proved himself

as a courageous officer. He took part in the liberation of the

Ukrainian SSR, in particular Kiev, Zhitomir and Lvov. He
was wounded three times. In 1945 he organized support for the corps' offensive during the
breakthrough of enemy defenses on the Spree River. As a result of the success of the
operation, Zhmakin was awarded the title of Hero of the Soviet Union.

After the War he lived and worked in the city of Kislovodsk, Stavropol Territory. He died
on May 20, 1963.

Nowadays we have a street named after Vasiliy Pavlovich Zhmakin. It is a great pride that
our Soviet Hero was born in your native town!

Spotlight on Kaluga tells you an amazing story about one pilot, the twice Hero of the Soviet

Union, whose heroic deed is immortal.

Residents of Kaluga are well aware of Karpovsky Square. And in honor of whom did this square

get its name?

During the war, this pilot flew 519 combat
missions, personally shot down 36 enemy

aircrafts in 130 air battles.

Alexander Terentyevich Karpov was born on

October 15, 1917 in the village of Filenevo, the

Kaluga region. In 1930s he was a student of the Kaluga Railway College. Then he worked as a
locksmith at the Kaluga Machine-Building Plant. A.T.
Karpov was a member of the Kaluga Aero Club. In May
1940 he graduated from the Kachin Military Aviation
School of Pilots.

In 1941 he was the flight commander of the 121st
fighter Aviation regiment of the Air Defense. He
participated in the defense of Moscow and Leningrad,
the removing of Leningrad blockade. He defended the
legendary «Road of Life». In 1941, he was wounded in

an air battle.

A . For exemplary performance of combat missions, for
bravery and heroism A.T. Karpov was awarded the title Hero of the Soviet Union with the award

of the Order of Lenin and the Gold Star medal.

On June 30, 1944 he shot down an Me-109, which is considered to be the thousandth Hitler
aircraft shot down on Yaks near Leningrad, for what Karpov A. T. was awarded the second Gold

Star medal.

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On October 20, 1944 it was completely dark. The planes switched to low-level flight. In bad
weather conditions, Karpov’s plane crashed into the Gulf of Finland. The search for the fallen

fighter was futile — A.T. Karpov died.

By decree of the Presidium of the Supreme Soviet of the USSR, on February 23, 1948, a
monument to twice Hero of the Soviet Union A. T.Karpov was unveiled in one of Kaluga

squares.

Union Ivan Bukanov and Ivan Zasoryn a new
memorial plaque appeared devoted to Kirill
Kiryuchin, the pupil from this school. His

parents educated Kirill as a helpful reliable

friendly and smiley boy. He was a doer, not a talker. He had been trying
to get to know and learn more. Kirill worked in the church, he helped to

build different buildings such as schools.

Kirill was born in N. Prysky, graduated from local school in 2016. He
went to the army in 2019, he was an airborne trooper. In October 2022 he
was sent to the area of SMO (Special Military Operation). Kirill helped
to return to people of Donbas their peaceful life without bombs and

mines left by Nazis. He was a courageous warrior, a section commander

of engineer combat platoon.
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Kirill Kirichyuchin died because of injuries on the 14™ of July 2023.

There is his desk where Kirill was sitting when he was a pupil. Now
it is called “The desk of the Hero”. Only pupils who have good results
at studying can have a chance to sit at this desk. This memorable desk
can remind the pupils about their brave fellow-countryman, the real
hero who is a good example of heroism, honour and sincere

In ancient Rome carnations were called “winners’ flowers”.
They were connected with the name of the goddess of the
moon and the hunt Artemis. Later, during the World War I,
wives gave the carnations to their husbands who were going to
the war. After the World War II the carnations became a
symbol both of a victory and an antimilitary movement for
disarmament.

The red colour of the carnations symbolizes blood shed during
the war. The red carnation is also a token of respect and love
for veterans who fought for their Motherland. That’s why the
red carnations became the symbol in honour of those who
gave their lives for freedom and peace.

The red carnations are the symbols of memory and respect for defenders of Motherland in
Russia, too. The tradition to give these flowers to the soldiers appeared after the Great Patriotic
War because the red carnations symbolized those people who won in the most crucial war in the
history of mankind.

Moreover, the carnations are nine lived because after laying at the monuments these flowers will
be able to be alive for a week or more. This fact shows their resistance and endurance and these
characteristics can be the main soldier’s traits of character which are very important during the
fight. There is a great tradition to give these flowers to the veterans and lay them at the obelisks
and the monuments to the heroes of the Great Patriotic War.

A charity foundation “Generations’ memory’ arranges a national action called “Red carnation”
every year. Every person can donate money to help the

: ‘ School. In 1934 after graduating from seven grades, he began

: working at a factory in Nizhny Tagil. In 1938 he joined the Red
Army.

In March 1942 Sergeant Pigin became the commander of
the sapper squad in the engineer battalion.

In 1943 the Russian army reached the Pripyat River. The
command ordered Sergeant Pigin's squad to make a way in the
minefield. For almost a day the sappers held the bridgehead
until the main forces arrived. The brave miner was awarded the
Order of Glory of the Third Class for this feat. Later Kuzma Mikhailovich became the full
cavalier of the Order of Glory.

By the end of the war Kuzma Mikhailovich was awarded the Order of the Patriotic War the
Second Class and Order of the Red Star.

In November 1945 Pigin returned to the Urals and worked in Nizhny Tagil. In 1955 his
family moved to Kirov, the Kaluga region. There he worked as a foreman of electricians at Kirov
Iron Foundry. In 1971 the government awarded K.M. Pigin the Order of the Red Banner of
Labor for his labor valor. In 1975 Kuzma Mikhailovich was awarded the medal "Veteran of
Labor".

Pigin retired in 1971 and began to take an active part in the military-patriotic education of
young people.

K.M. Pigin died on January 4, 1989. He is buried in the old town cemetery of Kirov. A

black marble monument was set up on his grave.

Auf der Schule Nr. 21 ist eine Gedenktafel angebracht, auf der steht: «Die StraBBe ist nach der
Komsomolze Andrianowa Vera Sergeewna, Kalugaerin, einer Aufkliarerin und Funkerin, die im
Hinterland der deutschen faschistischen Truppen in Smolensk wichtige Kommandoaufgaben
erledigt hat, benannt.» Von der Gedenktafel aus sieht uns das schone, vergeistigte Gesicht eines
jungen Midchens an, hier sind die Jahre ihres kurzen Lebens aufgefiihrt: 1922 - 1942.

Vera Andrianowa wurde am 29. September 1922 in Kaluga geboren. Thr Vater arbeitete als
Schlosser am Bahnhof Kaluga, die Mutter war Hausfrau. Vor dem Krieg absolvierte Vera die
Schule Nr. 14 in Kaluga und die Grundschullehrerkurse und arbeitete als Lehrerin im Bezirk
Aleksinsky in der Region Tula.

Am 12. Oktober 1941 wurde Kaluga von den Truppen des Dritten Reiches erobert. Ihre Eltern und
Briider waren unter unmenschlichen Bedingungen. Das Madchen wusste nicht, ob es sie noch
einmal sehen konnte.

Nach der Befreiung von Kaluga erschien Vera Andrianowa in der oOrtlichen Abteilung des
Komsomolzen und verlangte, sie an die Front zu schicken. Das Médchen hat einen Funker-Kurs
absolviert.

Im Mai 1942 wurde sie an den Riicken der Gruppe «Zentrum» geschickt, der méchtigsten unter
den Armeen Hitlers in Deutschland. Nach zwei Wochen teilte sie dem Kommando mit, wo das
«Zentrumy» die Minen und Geschosse hielt. Die Rote Armee hat die angegebenen Koordinaten
getroffen. Als Antwort ordnete das Dritte Reich die «Séuberung» der Partisanenabteilungen von
Smolensk an. Aber die Aufkldrerin war wieder mutiger und schlauer: Sie ibertonte die
Kommunikationsknoten der Nazis.

Vera erhielt eine neue Aufgabe, wurde aber unterwegs von der Gestapo mit einem Funkgerét
gefangen und in ein Gefdngnis in Stodolitschschenskaja gebracht. Jeden Tag wurde sie zu

Befragungen gerufen. Sie kam immer geschlagen und blutig in die Zelle zuriick. Eines Tages
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kamen Gestapo-Leute nach ihr. Die Henker legten ihre Opfer auf die Knie und schossen in den
Hinterkopf. Vera ist nicht auf die Knie gegangen. Sie wandte sich den Henkern zu und rief wiitend
Fliiche aus. Der Faschist hat ihr ins Gesicht geschossen.

September 1965 wurde V.S. Andrianowa postum mit der Medaille «Fiir Tapferkeit»
ausgezeichnet.
