HISTORY OF KOLOMNA

Kolomna is an ancient city of Moscow Oblast, Russia, situated at
the confluence of the Moskva and Oka Rivers, 114 kilometers

southeast of Moscow. It was mentioned in the Russian ONE
chronicles in 1177, which date is now considered to be Kolomna’s

birthday. The town is at the confluence of the Moskva LOCATE
and Oka rivers, upstream and lowstream waters of these two TIE

important river routes of Central Russia. Since Kolomna was on the
straight way to the Volga river, it emerged as a place for trades and

crafts. a frontier town, Kolomna served as a protective shield BE

for Ryazan against Prince Vladimir’s invasions, and then for Moscow

against Crimean and Kazan Tatars, who attacked the = FREQUENT
town.

Kolomna has always been a rendezvous point for Russian military

forces before battles. This was the place, where Dmitry Donskoy

gathered his brigades for Kulikovo Pole, and Ivan III HEAD
blunted attacks of Crimean Tatars, while Ivan the Terrible formed

cohorts for his Kazan campaign.
