Motya didn't get enough sleep at night,
did everything to get the collective farm out of the breakthrough.

She was also a deputy of the Supreme Soviet of the CCP.

Matrena
Fedotovna moved to the city of Cheboksary, got a job in the production association
named after Chapaev, a grinder. Here she conducted public work - she was
the chairman of the shop committee, a member of the bureau of the party committee
of the shop.
